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A Message from Our Principal, cont'd.

We are also working very hard to prepare our schedule for School-Year 2008-2009. As you are aware, we were
planning to initiate Block Scheduling for the next school year in response to the additional math and science
requirements approved by the state legislature for current 9  grade class and beyond. The State Recommended
Graduation Plan requires twenty-six credits for our current ninth graders and future classes of students. Our current
schedule of a seven-period day allows for 28 credits during the four years of high school. If students enter with high
school credit from middle school, the twenty-six graduation credits will be achievable and allow students many
opportunities for choice in scheduling. However, if students do not enter high school with credit, if they plan to
participate in four years of fine arts and athletics, if they plan to take extended Career and Technology courses,
summer school and/or correspondence credit could be necessary for graduation. By having a block schedule, students
would have eight credits available each year and would then have a possibility of thirty-two credits within the four
years of high school. This opens up many opportunities for students to complete IB requirements, dual Fine Arts,
fourth and fifth year Foreign Language studies, four years of athletics as well as Fine Arts electives — in other words,
students would have more opportunity open to them. For those students who complete their high school requirements
early and have room in their schedules, we are going to increase our Dual and Co-Enrollment courses through ACC.
This will allow more students to enter college with college credit earned while in high school (for free). Block Scheduling
will open opportunities for all students. It does have its challenges, as well. Teaching in the block (90 minutes every
other day) is planned differently than teaching 52-minute daily classes. Athletics and Fine Arts feel that they should
see their students every day to develop the skill level to be competitive with other 5A schools. The teaching space at
Anderson is limited and so space issues must be addressed. All of these challenges need to be addressed before
Block Scheduling goes into effect. For this reason, the district has requested that Anderson High School stay on the
traditional seven-period day for one more year while addressing these challenges. We were disappointed that the
increased opportunities that we see for our students will have to wait another year, but we will be ready for Block
Scheduling in School-Year 2009-2010.

A change for School-Year 2009-2010 will be Advisory Periods for every student, 9-12. This is a part of the district
High School Redesign plan and will be implemented at all AISD high schools. Anderson High School is planning to have
advisory meetings once each week for thirty minutes for all students. Teachers will loop with students from 9 htol10 ™
andfrom11 ™to 12 ™. Itwill be a change for staff and students and we will be working during the Spring Semester and
in the summer to make sure that age-appropriate activities are designed for the Advisory period.

We had many fine parents, staff members and students testify before the Interim Bond Committee and the AISD
Board of Trustees. These advocates of Anderson High School noted the crowded Fine Arts conditions, the “traveling”
teachers, the inadequate storage, and the general lack of room for our 2100 students. It would appear that Anderson
will be mentioned in the bond proposal and the overcrowding will be addressed with an additional classroom wing and
expanded fine arts areas. We will keep you informed as to the final proposal and we will, of course, need the support
of all members of the Anderson High School community to make sure that the bond package passes. We thank Julie
Cowan and Vince Torres for their tireless work on behalf of our school.

So, as you can see, this is an extremely busy time of year to be at Anderson High School. Our parent and
community support remains one of the most amazing things about our school and that “unheralded” factor that sets
AHS apart from other high schools in the area. The staff at AHS thanks you for your continued support of the great
things that are happening here.

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There’s only one college that is exactly right for me. In reality, no college will be an absolutely perfect match. There
are more than 3,000 colleges, many with the features you want and where you can be happy and fulfilled.

My test scores will keep me out of college . Totally wrong. Admission decisions are based on lots of factors, never
on test scores alone. No college wants a student to spend time and money on an experience that isn’'t a good fit. To
predict the chance for success, they look at an applicant’s high school courses, grades, class rank, and admission test
scores. If they are selective, they will evaluate the application essay to get a sense of who the student is and how well
he expresses himself in writing. They will also look at letters of recommendation, personal interview, special talents
and skills, service to school or community, and work experience. You are more than just your test score.

My first-choice college is too expensive or selective . Never rule out a college because of its cost until you find out
whether you are eligible for financial aid. The "sticker price" isn’t necessarily what you're going to pay. And don’t rule
out a selective college if your test scores, GPA, and overall high school background are within the range of its admission
requirements.

If I make the wrong choice, I'll be stuck in a college | don't like. No way. You can always transfer to another college.
More than 2,000 students transfer every year.
